Spring Tree Sale – Order now while supplies last

Only a few weeks remain to place your order for the Washington Conservation District’s spring tree sale. This month, the Conservation District is selling conifers, hardwood trees and native shrubs in bundles of 25 for $25. Place your order now and pick up trees at the Washington County Fairgrounds on April 28.  Many species have already sold out, but a variety is still available, including white and red pines, white spruce, butternut, and green ash. You can also purchase smaller trees and shrubs, such as serviceberry, dogwood and plum.  


Trees are both beautiful and functional. They shade your house from scorching sun in the summer and block it from icy winds in the winter. Planted in a farm field, trees can act as windbreaks and also control erosion. A mature tree canopy can intercept 1600 gallons of rainwater per year; this is stormwater that may otherwise run off of roofs and streets, causing pollution to local water bodies. Trees improve air quality by catching dust in the air and provide valuable habitat for birds and other wildlife.
