Old Business

a. Building Operations and Vehicles – One additional Public Works employee will be housed in our office. The cubicles will be changed from four to six spaces to accommodate the addition. NEW BUSINESS

b. MCIT Dividend – Our 2015 dividend is $4,745.00.
c. SWCD Role Expansion in Revised Erosion Control Law – This was tied in with the buffer program, but BWSR hasn’t specifically provided guidance to SWCD’s as far as the changes. Jay will keep the Board posted when additional information is available.
d. MN Ag Certification Program – The legislature has decided that this program needs to be in place right away. This program may have significance to our office in the coming years.
e. AIS Sign Approval – Board approval is requested to create signs, under our AIS Agreement with the County. We received two proposals, and the prices are very similar. Jay would like Board approval for staff to choose a vendor, after coordination with the DNR. Bob Rosenquist made a motion to approve the purchase of the signs, wish staff choosing the vendor. Jim Levitt seconded the motion. Motion carried.
f. FY16 Clean Water Fund Grant Application Summary – The WCD staff and partners are planning to apply for funding for five projects through the Clean Water fund grant program. A table was included outlining the project partners, funding sources, and overall grant amount requests, followed by more detailed descriptions. A motion was made by George Weyer, seconded by Louise Smallidge, to approve using WCD staff resources to apply for FY2016 Clean Water Fund grants as outlined. All members voting yes. Motion carried.
