Personnel – The Budget and Personnel Committees met to discuss adjustments to job descriptions and salaries to address the shifting of workload responsibilities with Mike’s departure. A motion to approve the changes was made by Bob Rosenquist, seconded by Diane Blake. Motion carried.

AGENCY / PARTNER REPORTS

County – The budget presentation to the County will be in October. Jay is encouraging Board members to attend.
NRCS – Chris Schmidt presented the updated Customer Service Team map. He noted that the Area Engineer position is currently vacant. EQIP obligations are still being wrapped up. There were four CSP applications. CRP plans need to be done by September 13th. There were close to 2,000 applications for the special cover crop program.
BWSR – Nothing to report.
MCD/Area IV – The next MCD meeting is August 28th. The Area IV meeting is November 14th.
Watersheds – Continuing to coordinate with Watersheds for the 2020 budget.
MASWCD – We are one of the host districts for the MASWCD conference.

Old Business

a. Building Operations and Vehicles – The roofing company has been out numerous times addressing the leak in the roof. One of the springs broke on the garage door, so that will be fixed.
b. County Fair Debriefing - Jay acknowledged that Tim Behrends and his family received an award for having a century farm within Washington County, and John Rheinberger won the Volunteer of the Year Award at the Washington County Fair. It was requested that the stormwater model be brought back to our fair booth, as a way to draw people in. Since the model is in such bad shape, it will need to be rebuilt. The winners of bundles of trees were also chosen, and will be notified.
c. Grant and Program Updates – It is Jay’s understanding that BWSR will be introducing the Bee Lawn program at the Minnesota State Fair.
d. 2019 Workplan and 2020 Budget – The 2019 workplan is being revised due to Mike Isensee’s departure. The 2020 draft budget will be released shortly.
e. MSCWMO Administration – A list of the active MSCWMO grants was included in the packet. At the August 8th MSCWMO Board meeting, Matt was officially appointed as the Interim Administrator.
NEW BUSINESS

a. MCIT Dividend – Our 2019 MCIT dividend is $6,258.
b. MN Campaign Finance Board Public Official Agency Review – If any Board member changes are required on the form enclosed in the packet, please let Jay know.
c. WCD Sustainable Meetings Resolution – Jay prepared a draft resolution regarding having our meetings be more sustainable. We will be checking into composting options. A motion to approve the resolution was made by Bob Rosenquist, seconded by Tim Blake. Motion carried.
d. FY16 BWSR Soluble P! Grant Encumbrance - Carpenter – The WCD approved the encumbrance of up to $32,945.00 from the FY2016 BWSR Soluble P! Grant and up to $64,393.84 from the FY2017 MPCA 319 grant, for a total encumbrance of $97,338.84 at the June 12, 2019 Board Meeting. The proposed project at Carpenter Nature Center is under contract with G. F. Jedlicki Construction, and will proceed later this Fall. This will be the final project under this grant. There is a remaining $12,026.84 that has not been encumbered from the Soluble P! Grant. WCD staff wished to encumber the remaining funds now in case there is a critical change order that needs to be acted upon once construction begins. A motion was made by Tim Behrends, seconded by Jim Levitt, to approve encumbrance of the remaining $12,026.84 under the FY2016 BWSR Soluble P! Grant. All members voting yes. Motion carried.
e. FY17 MPCA 319 Grant Final Payment Request - Behrends – The landowner, Tim Behrends, contracted with Outdoor Lab to install an infiltration basin just north of the intersection of St. Croix Trail and 117th St. The total drainage area is 190 acres of agricultural land that drains to the St. Croix River and the project would remove an estimated 70.0 lbs. of phosphorus per year. The district technical representative (Bryan Pynn) has performed a site inspection and has determined there is sufficient vegetation establishment to recommend releasing the dollars previously withheld for final payment ($3,001.67). With this final payment, the project will be complete and closed. A motion was made by Jim Levitt, seconded by Diane Blake, to approve the final payment of $3,001.67 from the FY2017 MPCA 319 grant. Tim Behrends recused himself from the vote. Motion carried.
f. Boat Motor Purchase – On 7/26/19 it was determined that the outboard motor on the WCD boat was damaged beyond cost effective repair. Because of the time sensitive nature of needing a functional motor for workload requirements, Jay requested emergency approval from the budget committee of up to $2,500 for a replacement. A suitable replacement was purchased on 7/30/19 for $1,500. The old motor is only worth $50. Matt is requesting board approval for staff to have the opportunity to purchase the old motor for $50. Bob Rosenquist made a motion to approve the purchase of the new motor. Jim Levitt seconded the motion. Bob Rosenquist made a motion to approve selling the old motor to staff. Diane Blake seconded the motion. Motion carried.
g. CWF Applications – WCD staff are planning to apply for funding under BWSR’s FY20 Clean Water Fund (CWF) grant to help fund grassed waterway projects. The WCD’s current sources of agricultural BMP funding (MPCA 319, Soluble P, etc) have been allocated to other projects. Other sources of agricultural BMP funding include watershed district cost share, NRCS Environmental Quality Incentives Program (EQIP), and /or landowner contribution. To supplement these other agricultural BMP funding sources, WCD staff propose to apply for approximately $50,000 under BWSR’s FY20 CWF grant. A motion was made by Jim Levitt, seconded by Tim Behrends, to approve using WCD staff resources to apply for FY20 BWSR CWF grant as outlined. All members voting yes. Motion carried.
