a. Building Operations and Vehicles – We will have some roof repairs in the Spring.
b. 2017 Seasonals Updates – The deadline for the Water Monitoring seasonal is 2/17/17. The deadline for the BMP seasonal is 2/24/17. Interviews will be the beginning of March. An announcement for AIS seasonals will be posted soon. Also, a portion of our 2017 County Public Works contract will be used to cover BMP maintenance seasonal. At this point, it looks like we will have eight seasonal positions.
c. Buffers and 1W1P Updates – Angela is still working with BWSR on the modeling for non-defined channels for the Buffer Program. The County Board had a workshop on 1W1P and will be voting on the Resolution next Tuesday.
d. Washington County AIS Program Update – The County workshop was yesterday for the AIS Program. The County is receiving $132,000 this year, but there were $330,000 worth of requests. Our office will be doing monitoring, watercraft inspections, and educations for the AIS Program.
e. 2017 WCD Board Officers and Committees – An updated list of the 2017 appointments was given to the Board.
f. WCD 75th Anniversary – We will hold some sort of celebration for our 75th anniversary this year. Incorporating something into our fair booth was suggested.
NEW BUSINESS

a. 2017 Annual Reviews and Salary Adjustments – The Personnel Committee has gone through the annual reviews and salary adjustments, and has approved the recommendations put forth by Jay. A motion was made by Louise Smallidge to approve the recommended salary recommendations. John Rheinberger seconded the motion. Motion carried.
b. 2017 Day at the Capitol Planning – Jay will work on the agenda for Day at the Capitol and present it to the Board. d. 2016 A Water Monitoring Year in Review – A summary memo of 2016 water monitoring activities was included in the packet. There were 64 basins monitored for water quality and 62 stream/stormwater locations monitored for water quality and/or water quality.
e. 2017 Pay Equity Report – Jay has submitted our 2017 Pay Equity Report. Jim Levitt made a motion to approve the submission of the 2017 Pay Equity Report. Diane Blake seconded the motion. Motion carried.
