Old Business

a. Building Operations and Vehicles – Staff has bi-annual first aid training scheduled for January 22nd. We have received the AED that was ordered.
b. 2019 Year-End and 2020 Workplan and Budget – December/4th quarter billings are still being completed, so a better year-end update will be available next month.
c. WCD Comp Plan – 18-Month Extension Approval – BWSR has approved the 18-month extension.
d. BWSR WCD Annual Workplan and Metro Watershed Based Funding – The updated policy was included in the packet.
e. 1W1P, Grant, and Program Updates – There will be a 1W1P Policy Committee update in February. The EMWREP 2019 Executive Summary, and an Environmental Education Grant Proposal were also included in the packet.
f. Position Announcement and Interview Updates – The deadline for the Landscape Restoration Specialist position is January 17th. The postings for all of the seasonal positions will happen in February.
NEW BUSINESS

a. 2020 Board Officers and Committee Memberships – Board Officers and Committee Members for 2020 were chosen. Officers will remain the same as 2019.
b. 2020 Campaign Finance Disclosure Reporting – A reminder to update the statement of economic interest was included in the packet.
c. MDNR AIS Delegation Agreement – Because we do watercraft inspections, we need to enter into an Agreement with the DNR to perform the inspections. The end date of the Agreement is December 31, 2022. A motion to approve entering into the Agreement was made by Tim Behrends, seconded by Diane Blake. Motion carried.
d. 2020 PC Force Agreement – The 2020 PC Force proposal was included in the packet. The total cost to WCD for the maintenance described in the proposal shall be $13,000, plus applicable Minnesota sales tax, and trip charges. A motion to approve entering into the Agreement with PC Force was made by Jim Levitt, seconded by Tim Behrends. Motion carried.
e. 2020 MASWCD Dues – We have received the invoices for the 2020 MASWCD dues ($5,099.03) and MASWCD Area IV ($300.00). A motion to approve payment of the 2020 dues was made by Jim Levitt, seconded by Tim Behrends. Motion carried.
f. 2019 Audit Bid – An audit bid has been received from Peterson Company, in the amount of $3,600. A motion to approve the bid for audit services was made by Tim Behrends, seconded by Jim Levitt. Motion carried.
g. 2020 Pay Equity Report – Every three years an evaluation needs to be completed. Jay has completed the report, and the notice has been posted. Diane Blake made a motion to approve the Pay Equity Report. Jim Levitt seconded the motion. Motion carried.
h. MPCA 319 Grant Application Request – In 2017, the WCD applied for and was awarded $300,000 from the Minnesota Pollution Control Agency (MPCA) Federal Clean Water Act Section 318 Grant Program. The WCD has spent and/or encumbered these grant funds, and requests approval to submit another competitive grant application to the MPCA Federal Clean Water Act Section 319 Grant Program. If awarded the grant, in combination with state and local funds, the WCD will be able to further accelerate the design and installation of phosphorus reduction best management practices in portions of Washington County draining to the St. Croix River. Required match would be leveraged from local units of government and Clean Water Funds. The MPCA posted the FY2019 Section 319 Grant Request for Proposal in January 2019, with no application deadline of February 26, 2019. The WCD anticipates a similar timeframe for FY2020 funding. A motion was made by Tim Behrends, seconded by Jim Levitt, to approve the submission of a Minnesota Pollution Control Agency Federal Clean Water Act Section 319 Grant application to accelerate design and installation of phosphorus reduction best management practices to the St. Croix River.
