APPROVAL OF may 13, 2015 BOARD MEETING MINUTES

Treasurer’s Report

Items to note are $15,079.12 payable to Walser Automotive for the purchase of the GMC truck; $2,035.00 payable to Chisago SWCD for SRA & SWA training; and $2,057.32 payable to Teledyne Isco for water monitoring expenses. A motion to approve the Treasurer’s Report, subject to audit, was made by George Weyer. Seconded by Jim Levitt. Motion carried.

Personnel – The Personnel Committee met earlier today to discuss items found later in the agenda.
Cost-Share - The BMP Committee met earlier today to discuss an item found later in the agenda.
Communications and Outreach – Wendy presented the totals for the tree sale. The overall total was a positive $1,181.37.
AGENCY PARTNER REPORTS

Washington County – Jay attended a County Board workshop on their Legacy Program recently. Information was provided on several projects that they are moving forward on, a couple of which we will be involved with.
NRCS – In the past, we have held the Local Workgroup in conjunction with the Board meeting. We will do the same this year, just prior to the July meeting, at 1:30pm. The new State Conservationist has started. 
Watersheds – Jim attended the SWWD CAC meeting. The next meeting will be held in July.
MASWCD – Four resolutions were presented, that will likely go through. If the Board has any other ideas for resolutions, please contact Jay.
EMPLOYEE REPORTS/PRESENTATIONS/INFORMATIONAL ITEMS

a. Newspaper Articles and Other WCD Outreach – A 3-ring binder of the past month’s newspaper articles is available for the Board to look through if they wish.
b. Presentation – Invasive Species Management in Washington County – Tara Kelly. Tara also requested Board approval to continue work with cooperative weed management programs within Washington County. Bob Rosenquist made a motion to approve that further work. George Weyer seconded the motion. Motion carried.
Old Business

a. Building Operations and Vehicles – There was a leak in the ceiling last week. It was a clog in the condensation tray drain for one of the a/c units.
b. Staff First Aid Training June 24th – We will have on-site first aid/CPR training for staff members on June 24th. The cost is $45 per person. The training is required.
c. 2016 Medical Insurance – There is no further update on the County’s insurance plan at this time.
d. MCC Apprentice Workplan – Mike Sandager is our MCC Apprentice again this season.
e. 2015-2020 Comp Plan – The edited version was included in the packet. Jay is requesting approval to submit to BWSR. George Weyer made a motion to approve the plan and send to BWSR. Bob Rosenquist seconded the motion. Motion carried.
f. WCD Employee Handbook Update – The Personnel Committee reviewed and approved the updates to the Employee Handbook.
NEW BUSINESS

a. WCD Employee Handbook: Background Checks – In reviewing other handbooks, most organizations are now requiring background checks. For liability reasons, Jay is requesting that we adopt a background check policy. Bob Rosenquist made a motion to adopt the policy. George Weyer seconded the motion. Motion carried.
b. WCD Data Practices Guidelines and Procedures – BCWD adopted a policy regarding public access to documents, due to recent legislation. We have purchased a safe to house any documents applicable. Bob Rosenquist made a motion to adopt the policy. George Weyer seconded the motion. Motion carried.
c. County Fair Booth Display Request – Approval is requested to purchase a backdrop display ($799) and a floor map ($600) for use at our fair booth, and at other events. The funds would come out of the WCD budget for 2015. George Weyer made a motion to approve the purchases, not to exceed $1,500. Jim Levitt seconded the motion. Motion carried.
d. FY14 CWF St Croix P Encumbrance Request – Wiessner/Hill – The WCD Staff requests the encumbrance of $45,215 for material costs to install a grade control structure on the Wiessner/Hill property at 3750 Paradox End Ave. S. Afton, MN. The total estimated cost for this project is $60,287 in material cost. The Valley Branch Watershed District (VBWD) is the match partner for this project. The CWF grant requires a 25% match which would be an estimated $15,072. VBWD has a cost share program of $5,000 per pound of phosphorus. The project concept has a phosphorus reduction of 21 lbs. A VBWD cost share grant application will be submitted at final design. Grant Update: Total Implementation Grant is $175,000; Implementation Remaining $129,785. A motion was made by George Weyer, seconded by Jim Levitt, to approve an encumbrance of $45, 215.00 for contract 15-02CWF_LSC. The district technical representative (James Landini) has performed a site inspection, reviewed the concept plans, and cost estimate. Applicant will be notified of Board’s decision within 15 days. All members voting yes. Motion carried.
e. AgBMP Program – Application Review Request (Bayless) – The landowner, Eileen Bayless, received a Notice of Public Health Nuisance Letter dated June 28, 2013 from Lowell Johnson, Director of the Washington County Department of Public Health and Environment verifying that the existing subsurface sewage treatment system is failing. The proposed project consists of the removal of a failing SSTS and installation of a new system. Failing septic systems are a threat to surface and groundwater quality in Washington County. The site is located in the Comfort Lake Forest Lake Watershed District and is located within 325 feet of the Sunrise River. On February 6, 2014 the WCD received an AgBMP Loan Application from Eileen Bayless of Hugo, MN requesting the amount of $29,500.00 for replacement of a failing Subsurface Sewage Treatment System (SSTS). Based on Washington County’s permit and the water quality threat, WCD staff, Tara Kelly, recommends approving this AgBMP Loan Application as submitted. Bob Rosenquist made a motion to approve the application. Jim Levitt seconded the motion. Motion carried.
