County – Nothing to report.
NRCS – There are three EQIP applications selected for ’18 funding. Those applications include grazing projects and a pollinator plan. There is one Ag Water Quality Certainties application for prescribed grazing plan. NRCS is currently managing 12 EQIP contracts in Washington County with an obligation total of $156,306.00. There are six active CSP contracts in Washington County that total $121,763.00. Michelle completed the field review portion of six FSA compliance reviews. Every year, they receive tract numbers from Washington to review for highly erodible and wetland compliance. Curt Elke, acting State Conservationist will be leaving June 22nd. Troy Daniell has been selected as the next Minnesota State Conservationist. His start date is July 22nd. MN currently has numerous job postings on USA JOBS. Dakota, Washington and Ramsey are now part of SE area, shared management offices are being reviewed. Leadership has completed a new position management plan, they are now reviewing employee input. On June 21st there will be a teleconference to share additional details of MN NRCS reorganization plans.

Old Business

a. Building Operations and Vehicles – Vehicle procedures have been distributed to staff, and a copy was given to the Board.
b. 2019 Budget Planning – Jay has requested an additional $50,000 from the County in 2019. A copy of the memo was included in the packet.
c. 2018 Election Update – Two Board positions are up for election. Jim Levitt is running again in his area. Tim Behrends is running in Louise’s area, as she is not running again.
d. Grant Updates – 1W1P, AIS, Nitrogen Outreach, Weed Management &” MS4 Toolkit – The workplan was just approved for Nitrogen Outreach. The Joint Powers Agreement has already been approved by the Board. The MS4 Toolkit Agreement has been fully executed. Also, staff applied for three SCRA Grants, and were awarded all three.
NEW BUSINESS

a. Washington County Fair Sign-up – The sheet was available for Board members to sign-up for shifts at the fair booth.
b. FY18 State Cost-share Technical Assistance Option – On June 27, 2012 the BWSR Board approved allowing SWCDs to use all or part of their Cost Share allocation for technical assistance, with Board Conservationist approval, for the FY’17 – ’18 biennium when: 1) Federal funds or other non-state funds will be leveraged and they couldn’t do the project otherwise; or, 2) Funds are used on a project(s) that is State Cost Share Program or EQIP eligible and their 2011 Financial Report indicates less than 18-months operating capital in their fund balance. The technical assistance will be used to support structural projects throughout Washington County. The FY ’18 Erosion Control and Water Management Base Grant amount is $11,736.00, with 100% for technical staff salaries and wages. A motion was made by John Rheinberger, seconded by Jim Levitt, to approve the BWSR technical assistance option for the FY ’18 Erosion Control and Water Management (State Cost-Share) Base Grant. The FY ’18 Cost Share Base Grant Amount is $11,736.00, with 100% for technical staff salaries and wages. All members voting yes. Motion carried.
c. 1W1P Metro Funding WCD Amended Priorities – The WCD Board approved implementing agricultural non-structural BMPs as the focus for the WCD’s portion of the Metro Watershed-Based Funding (~$78,760). Upon review of the specific proposal by BWSR and further internal conversation, the proposal has been revised to$39,380.00  for Rural Non-Structural Cost-Share and Incentive Program for Water Quality; and $39,380.00 for Rural Structural Cost-Share Program for Water Quality. A motion to approve the revised WCD Metro Watershed-Based Funding priorities to include both structural and non-structural agricultural BMPs was made by Jim Levitt. Seconded by Bob Rosenquist. Motion carried.
d. MASWCD Resolution – A copy of the proposed Resolution was presented to the Board. The Resolution requests that BWSR establish a process for obtaining LGU input on State program policies and guidance documents prior to their adoption when the program requires implementation by LGUs. John Rheinberger made a motion to approve submitting the Resolution. Bob Rosenquist seconded the motion. Motion carried.
e. FY18 Noxious Weed Grant – The WCD Staff received a $12,500 Noxious Weed and Invasive Plant Grant from Minnesota Department of Agriculture (MDA) in April 2018. In May, the grant focus changed from roadside survey to control and management of the eradicate species Grecian Foxglove. A Request for Bid was sent out to six contractors and the company Landbridge Ecological has been selected for a bid request of $11,200. WCD will need to sign an agreement with Landbridge Ecological to have the work completed by July 13th, 2018. A motion was made by Bob Rosenquist, seconded by Jim Levitt, to approve the WCD District Manager to enter into an agreement with Landbridge Ecological for $11,200. All members voting yes. Motion carried.
f. FY17 Master Water Stewards Grant – Capstone Projects Encumbrance – Angie is requesting the encumbrance of up to $6500.00 for installation of four Master Water Steward capstone projects in 2018. Two additional projects will be completed without grant funding. The $81,000 Clean Water grant provides funding to train 20 Master Water Stewards ($45,000) and install up to 10 stormwater BMP projects ($30,000). These six capstone projects will capture an estimated 1.2lb/yr of phosphorus and will fulfill, in part, the requirements for stewards to become certified in November. The total project goal for all capstones completed in 2018 and 2019 is 2lb of phosphorus. A list of the 2018 projects was presented to the Board. A motion was made by John Rheinberger, seconded by Jim Levitt, to approve an encumbrance of up to $6500.00 from the Master Water Stewards Clean Water grant for installation of capstone projects. Applicants will be notified of Board’s decision within 15 days. All members voting yes. Motion carried.
