NEW BUSINESS

a. SCRA Grant Submittal – An expedited request for grant applications for the Lake St. Croix Watershed Improvement Project (LSCWI) has been released by the St. Croix River Association. The funding comes from a Minnesota Clean Water Land and Legacy appropriation specifically for watershed improvements on the Minnesota side of the St Croix Watershed. In 2018, the Minnesota Pollution Control Agency made $400,000 in funding available to the St. Croix River Association to allocate toward phosphorus reduction activities in the St. Croix watershed. Remaining funds are now available and must be spent by the end of 2020. The maximum award is $40,000 and requires a 25% non-state match. WCD staff requests board approval to submit an application for the Murphy waterway project (3581 Manning Avenue S, Afton). The waterway would stabilize an intermittent flow path that eventually outlets to Valley Creek, and has an estimated phosphorus reduction of 43 lbs/year. It is a high priority, large phosphorus reduction project within the St
